e All applicants are to write a one-page, double-spaced essay, using the Times New Roman 12 font
and 1” margins (top/bottom/sides), and answering these two questions:
0 Why do you want to study abroad?
0 What are your financial needs?
e Applicants who are not currently OCC students must also submit their most recent transcripts.
Unofficial copies are acceptable, and will be verified should the applicant become a finalist.
e The application, essay and, if necessary, transcripts should be submitted to Doug Bennett,
Director, OCC Foundation (see address on application form).

e The application package must be postmarked by no later than February 15, 2012.

e The winners will be announced at Honors Night, May 9, 2012.
e The scholarship money will be sent to the winners on June 1, 2012, after it has been ascertained

that students have paid the program fees in full.
